Northfield Police Department

I would like to take this opportunity to recognize Reserve Officer David Clark for his service to the Town of Northfield.  Officer Clark has served our community for 30 years as a Police Officer.  Appointed by Chief Jon Schmitter in October of 1981, Officer Clark is currently the longest standing Police Officer to date and has served our community with pride and professionalism.  Thank you Officer Clark for all you have done over the years.
As for our newest Police Officer, Jill Richard has recently joined our department.  In January, our department sponsored Officer Richard to the Reserve Intermittent Police Academy where she volunteered over 240 hours of her time towards academy training.  During the academy and after graduation in July, Officer Richard continued to volunteer her time through participation in our ride along field training program.  Officer Richard comes to us with a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice and a strong desire to making a career of law enforcement.  Please join me in welcoming her to our department.
On October 29th, in partnership with the Federal Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) and Bernardston Police Department, we will be conducting our third prescription and over the counter medication “take back”.  This event is conducted for purpose of providing an opportunity for residents to safely dispose of unwanted or unused prescription medication.  Studies show that more than seven million Americans currently abuse prescription drugs and approximately 2,500 teenagers experiment with prescription drugs each day.  These studies also show that a majority of abused prescription drugs are obtained from family and friends, including the home medicine cabinet.  The take back will be conducted at the Northfield Town Hall between the hours of 10am-2pm.  If you need assistance, please feel free to contact us.
With the passing of hurricane Irene, I suspect some residents and businesses have been affected by water or other damages.
